A different view atressed the
fact that there is always an op-
position to every measure, which
expresses itself rather than the
issue. From ber experience, this
warden said that “rules are brok-
en for convenience, ratber thsn
as a protest”. Tbe stigma at-
tached to Seif-Gov't is the unfor-
tunate outcome of the fact that
only a minority assume responsi-
bility, and are thereby victimized.

She referred to the fact that the
administration stands in locus par-
enti. Any radical change would
reduce enrollment, as well as uf-
fect the reputation of the college,
which has an importance for the
present students they cannot fully
appreciate. She felt that the col-
lege community is one of grusi
homogeneity in which small fif-
ferences tend to be mmmEmifisd.
The responsibility resting on tha
individual is different from ihai
in the community at large. Mosi
of us have not es yet learned ia
“take the consequencea for gur
own personal acts”. Y

Another warden saw the praki-
lem as one in which the siudenis
must decide what they want mnd

body involved",

The aituation appeared to an-
other as an instance of a “dinsui-
isfied minority seizing on an b
vious weakness”.

She felt that the “hyster-
ical” tone of the Lantern editorial
was not warranted as rensanabls
change is already provided for in
the Self-Gov't constitution.

Romains’ other contribution to
Franch literature, the philosophy
af the group, comes as a contrast
to tbe then prevalent novel of “iso-
lation.” Instead of the individual
existing in and of himseilf, discon-
necied from other personalities, in
ithe philosopby of Romains the
person is chiefly part of a group,
and bia individeal personality is
af aecondary importance.

The chief fault of Romains, a
fajlure to make his charscters live.
was overcome to a certain degree
by Celine. Celine was, according
to Mr. Peyre, a “typical Frenchb-
man,” a genius, the last of the
“!Waste Land’ age.” Celine’s nov-
els, he said, suffered from a pro-
fusion of material.

In discussing Roger Martin du
Gard, M. Peyre declared that e
‘‘chief sources of bia inspiration
are the duel between science and
religion,” a great passion for jus-
tice and a hstred of war. In his
greatest novel, Jean Baruis, Mar-
tin du Gard depicts the digintegra-
thom of a man and a conflick of
generationa. In this novel he haa
combined auccessfully novel and

achievement. Martin du Gard has

avoided the pitfall into which Cel-
ine stumbles, for he has carefully
